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Based in a learning zone and the hall in school, the clubs provide a safe, familiar and fun environment for the children to play in with their peers before and after the school day. The aims are:

· To provide childcare before and after school for Nursery to Y6 pupils.
· To offer a safe, secure and friendly environment in which children can enjoy a breakfast and afternoon snack served in a relaxed and supervised environment.
· To provide a calm play environment in which children can engage socially with children from other year groups, therefore strengthening relationships in the school community.
· To enhance the community spirit of Durham Lane Primary School by supporting families to balance home and work commitments

Club Procedures
Arrival at Before School Club
Before school club children arrive by the main school office entrance. If there is not a member of staff in the office to greet your children, please ring the video doorbell.

After School Activity Club at 4.30pm Pickup
Please could parents wait outside on the path area, and make sure you are within the school grounds and not on the roadside. The activity club leader will lead the children out to you.

After School Club at 4.30pm Pickup
Please could parents come into the school office reception area and ring the video doorbell. A member of the club staff will bring your child out to you.
Parents that have a child in both after school club and an activity club, please can you come inside the reception area and ring the video doorbell for the after school club.

Booking and Payment
Bookings and payments are made via Arbor.
After School Club bookings and payment are to be made by 7 am the day before the session you require.
Bookings and payment for Before School Club are to be made by 7 am on the day of the session.
Bookings are still accepted after these times, please contact the School Office on 01642 780742. A manual booking will be made. Please make sure funds are available on Arbor.

We offer Before and After School club for all pupils including Nursery. We also offer a range of activity clubs for pupils in Reception to Year 6. These activity clubs usually change every half term. You will be notified of what activities we have on offer for your child's year group each half term.

We are a no-debt school which means you are not able to book any clubs unless you have paid for them. The Head Teacher is able to use her discretion and offer some free clubs to parents who are facing family hardship.

Please note these sessions are free if you have chosen them as your 30-hour nursery provision. However, if you need more than 30 hours provision you will be charged accordingly.

Childcare Voucher and Tax Free Childcare Payments

If you require to pay for club bookings by the childcare voucher or the governments tax free childcare scheme, you need to contact the office as this needs to be set up on Arbor.

We currently are registered to accept childcare vouchers from EdenRed, Computershare, Kiddivouchers and Sodexo. If you require to use a different scheme please notify us of the company and we will apply to register.

If you have registered for the Governments Childcare Tax Free scheme please notify the school of your child’s code number.

Please can payments be made prior to bookings. Parents who do not pay via childcare schemes have to pay on the Arbor when a booking is made, it’s only fair that everyone does the same.

If you have paid via a childcare voucher scheme the school will receive an email confirming your payment from the childcare voucher company. Once the payment has been received into the Stockton on Tees Borough Council bank account your payment will processed within 48 hours and your debit balance will be credited.

If you have paid via the governments tax free childcare scheme, we do not get notification. Please can we request that an email is sent to dlclubs@durhamlane.org.uk stating the amount paid and the date it was paid. Once the payment has been received into the Stockton on Tees Borough Council bank account your payment will processed within 48 hours and your debit balance will be credited on Arbor.
